Destination Information 
Kakadu National Park – The largest national park in Australia covering 20,000 square kilometres. It is 
recognized for both its cultural and natural value and hence is listed as world heritage. 
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This morning you’ll be mesmerized as you explore 
the Nourlangie rock art site, which had provided 
shelter to Indigenous people for millennia. Later, 
visit the Warradjan Cultural Centre for an insight 
into the local Bininj culture.  
 
Then join your specialist local guide for a cruise on 
Yellow Water Billabong, which is Kakadu’s most 
famous wetland and home to saltwater crocodiles 
and dozens of species of colourful birdlife. Before 
arriving in Katherine, stop at Leliyn (Edith Falls), whose natural pool is suitable for swimming throughout most 
of the year! (conditions permitting).

Nourlangie Rock Art Site – Famous rock painting site that documents life in the region from 20,000 years ago 
 
Yellow Water Billabong – Expansive wetlands with abundant wildlife, featuring tranquil boat cruises and 
scenic boardwalk views 
 
Leliyn (Edith Falls) – A series of cascading waterfalls and pools on the Edith river in the Nitmiluk National Park 
just North of Katherine 
 
Katherine – Situated on the Katherine River this town of the same name is the 4th largest settlement in the 
territory. More commonly known as where “The Outback meets the Tropics”. 
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Enjoy a morning cruise through Katherine Gorge, a stunning 
network of thirteen gorges carved from billion-year-old 
sandstone. You’ll be at its heart among freshwater crocodiles, 
wonderful birdlife and amazing scenery. Later, view the 
displays at the Nitmiluk Visitor Centre, where you may 
purchase artefacts handmade by the Jawoyn people. Return to 
Darwin, stopping at the historic gold mining town of Pine Creek 
and the poignant Adelaide River War Cemetery.  

 
Hotel: DoubleTree by Hilton Hotel Esplanade Darwin (King Guest High Floor with Harbour View)  

This morning depart on a morning of sightseeing in Darwin. Visit the Darwin Aviation Museum, see a B-52 
Bomber on permanent loan from the United States Air Force, among 19 aircraft on display. View some rare 
amateur footage of this and original footage from Japanese archives. 
 
Have some time at leisure in the stunning Darwin Botanic Gardens - Learn about the gardens’ natural and cultural 
history. One of the few botanic gardens in the world that has marine and estuarine plants naturally in its grounds.

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All travellers are limited to two items of luggage each: a suitcase with a maximum weight of 23kg and one piece 
of hand luggage with a maximum weight of 10 kilograms. It is essential that your luggage is lockable. Please note 
that authorities will only allow bottles onto the aircraft if they have been checked in as main baggage confiscated.   

Personal Expense - You will need to take some extra money to cover drinks, laundry and souvenirs, plus any 
additional sightseeing that may be offered to you. Based on the advice of previous customers an approximate 
amount of AU$250 per person, per week should be sufficient; however, for those that cannot resist a bargain or 
may wish to participate in all of the optional excursions, consider allocating a higher amount. 

Optional Tours - May be offered in each city you visit during your tour. These are not included in the standard 
itinerary and will only be available if time permits and if seats are available. In your Final Documentation an 
Optional Excursion Sheet will be included outlining the activities available in each city and local cost associated.
